	Course Description:
	· The criminal justice system plays an important role in the maintenance of law and order in the United States. An advanced overview of its primary components will be provided—law enforcement, courts, and corrections. The course will also survey crime and societal responses to crime and provide a brief overview of the juvenile justice system. 


	Learning Objectives: 


	· Define, measure, and explain crime and victimization.

· Comprehend criminal procedure and due process in the United States. 

· Describe the stages of a criminal case from arrest to sentencing.

· Understand the theoretical perspectives used to explain criminal behavior. 

· Identify and describe the three (3) components of the American criminal justice system—what each component does, how it operates, the issues faced, and the history/development of each.

· Explain the history and development of a separate juvenile justice system.

· Identify the differences between the criminal and juvenile justice systems in the United States.

	Assessment
	There will be 2 exams, each worth 15% of your final grade.  The exams will not be cumulative and will only cover what is discussed in each section of the course.  The exams will be multiple choice.

There will be a total of 6 discussion boards, each worth 4% of your final grade.  The discussion boards will open one week prior to their deadline on Canvas.  In order to get full credit, each student must post one reply to the discussion board prompt by the first posted deadline, respond to at least two students’ posts by the second posted deadline, and must answer the discussion prompt.
There will be a total of 14 quizzes, one for each book chapter. Each quiz will be worth 2% of your grade.  These quizzes will take place on Canvas and will be due on Sundays. These quizzes will be multiple choice with 10 questions and a time limit of 20 minutes. 

There will be 2 movie assignments that will be completed during class as we watch a movie.  These movies will take place during chapters 11 and 13, on dates of Friday 4/4 and Friday 4/18.  Be sure to be on time.  Each movie assignment will be worth 4% of your final grade.

Attendance is mandatory and will make up 10% of your final grade. Attendance assignments will be given out randomly during 23 class meetings.  There will be 3 freebie absent days, therefore 20 attendance assignments will make up your attendance grade. An attendance warning will be issued when all 3 absence freebies are used. 
· There are TWO opportunities for extra credit.

· Within the first 2 weeks of class (January 8th – 21st), anyone who uploads a photo of themselves to Canvas will get an additional 1% added to their final grade.
· At the end of the semester, an additional round of surveys will be completed for feedback for my own personal review.  These will not be anonymous like the UF end of semester surveys, so they allow you to be more direct and personal about your experiences in the course. This feedback will help me make this course better for future semesters.  Completing this survey will result in 2% extra credit on your final grade.
